500 years ago, Martin Luther was stirred by the scriptures and the Holy Spirit to proclaim a radical new 

way to be the church.  He declared that the words of the Bible should be the major source of our inspiration. 
 

Today, the followers of Jesus continue to use His words in the scriptures to formulate our faith and to 
direct our faith journey and our behavior.  Jesus calls us into a radical, unconditional love which includes 
forgiving over and over again; feeding the hungry; clothing the naked; caring for the foreigner and stranger; 
and even loving the enemy.  These words, as they did in the days of Jesus, stand in contrast to much of the 
existing rhetoric of the day.   
 

Holy Trinity Lutheran Church, the community of believers that we belong to, needs to be a 
congregation that helps us formulate a faith that drives us to live by the words of Jesus.  Lately, one of the

life.  I have seen this radical, unconditional transformative love in people who come to receive food assistance 
at our food pantry.  I have seen them bring in arms full of fresh vegetables they have grown in their own 
gardens to share with other folks who have the need for assistance.  I have seen members of our congregation 
show up Sunday after Sunday to tell the stories of Jesus and His love to young people, long after their own 
children are no longer in Sunday School.  I know of many parishioners who regularly check up on each other, 
give rides and shed tears with each other out of mutual love.  I have observed young people show their love 
for each other by persistently keeping in touch with their friends who live on the edge of crisis and darkness. 
 

While much of the rhetoric in the public eye is bedded in anger, misunderstanding, mistrust and even 
hatred, the same Spirit that was at work in Luther 500 years ago, is alive and transforming lives every minute 
of every day.  These love stories do not make the news but they do make a difference.   
 

I encourage you to pay attention to these stories.  Keep them close to your heart.  I even invite you to 
tell them in church on Sundays.  We can practice our faith by sharing the stories we see and the stories we 
live.  Imagine hearing love stories from people who usually sit in the pews.  Imagine the spiritual growth we

The Reformation 

 

One Manôs Tortured Search for Peace Led to Lutheranism 
 

 The Lutheran churches of the world ï and indeed the whole Protestant Reformation ï grew 

out of one manôs tortured search for an inner sense of peace with God. 
 

 The man was an Augustinian monk named Martin Luther, who taught theology at Germanyôs 

famous University of Wittenberg in the early years of the 16
th
 century.  He is one of the few human 

beings who can legitimately be said to have changed the course of history. 
 

 Luther was obsessed as a young friar with awareness of his own sinfulness.  He undertook rigorous acts of 

penance in an attempt to make his soul and body as obedient to God as he felt they should be. 
 

 But no matter how many hours he spent in prayer and fasting, or in such acts of ñmortification of the fleshò as 

wearing a hair shirt next to his skin, he never felt he had succeeded in making himself good enough to deserve Godôs love 

and forgiveness. 
 

 Then one day, as he was reading the Scriptures, Luther came upon St. Paulôs statement that men are saved not by 

their own striving after goodness, but purely and simply through the mercy of a gracious God.  In the theological language 

which Luther was soon to make the flaming motto of the Protestant Reformation, man is ñjustifiedò ï i.e., made right with 

God ï not by religious works, but solely through faith in Godôs freely given love, manifested to humanity in and through 

Jesus Christ. 
 

 This is the celebrated doctrine of ñJustification by Faithò which remains to this day the theological keystone of 

Lutheranism ï and all Protestantism.  To it, Luther soon allied another basic doctrine, born of his own experience in 

finding ñsaving truthò not to the dogmas of the medieval church but in the pages of the Bible. 
 

 Luther gave the doctrine the Latin name, ñSola Scriptura.ò  It means that the Bible alone is a sufficient guide to all 

the truth any man needs for his salvation.  This also remains a cardinal principle of Lutheran (and all Protestant) teaching. 
 

 Luther had no intention, originally, of breaking with Rome and founding a new church.  He simply wanted to 

share his new-found insights with the world ï and was naively surprised when the pope of Rome took strong exception to 

his argument that the Bible takes precedence over papal authority. 
 

 Relations between the outspoken German monk and Pope Leo X worsened steadily when Luther also found 

himself compelled by conscience to denounce the then widespread practice of selling papal ñindulgencesò which were 

supposed to remit part of the punishment a sinner could otherwise expect to receive in purgatory.  On Halloween 1517,  

Luther nailed a printed sheet of his 95 Theses to the door of the Castle Church in Wittenberg.  The next day-All Saints-

hundreds of visitors would come to the church, see his list, and hear the truth about Godôs free forgiveness.   
  

Leo was banking on income from indulgences to complete the magnificent church he was building in Rome (the 

present St. Peterôs).  He tried to silence Luther with warnings and threats, to no avail.  Finally, he excommunicated the 

troublesome monk.  On December 10, 1520, in the presence of cheering Wittenberg students, Luther publicly burned the 

Bull of Excommunication.  The Protestant Reformation ï and the Lutheran Church ï were born on that memorable day.

This rose, moreover, is fixed in a sky-colored background, to show that such joy of faith in the spirit is but 

a promise and beginning of heavenly joy to come.  This joy, though not yet revealed, is looked forward to and held 
by the hope which we have. 

Around this background is a ring, to show that such bliss in heaven is endless.  And since the ring is made of gold,éit also 
shows that the bliss of heaven is more precious than all other joys and treasures.
